From one of the last great vintages of recent years
comes a delicions, supple, fruit-laden shirag, from
Rymill Coonawarra. A touch of initial pepper
leads to a palate of fresh mulberries and
blackeurrants. The power of the fruit handles the
vanilla, cinnamon, oak_flavours easily. If you are
looking for a drink-now quality Coonawarra red.
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The newest edition to Rymill is the Coonawarra
Shiraz Vintage 2004. This wine is made from
the family’s oldest vines in the Coonawarra terra
rossa vineyards. It has spicy pepper and
blackeurrant flavours that have been enhanced by
ageing. Notes of oregano and spice with a touch of
vanilla bean are on the lifted nose. This is a cool
climate Shirag from one of Australia’s preferred
wine regions.
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
